Scenarios in several phases

The scenarios are used as a basis of the traffic and environmental modelling and of the local dialogue. 

According to the ideal process foreseen, each scenario should be tested for traffic, noise, air quality and climate effect, and redesigned if necessary. 

- Only FWH, scenario 1 was tested and revised. Based upon the results we redesigned the buildings along the road in order to give better protection against road noise. Furthermore the noise and air quality/climate partners designed 4 sub-scenarios to test the noise, pollution and climate effect. To be shown in their chapters??? Planning information for the traffic and environmental modelling

For the traffic modelling the following planning information is necessary: Road system in an area sufficiently wider than the conversion area. Road and path system + parking lots within the area. Driving restrictions. Land use. Number of inhabitants and jobs in each building (or sub-area). Number of parking possibilities (car rates). 

For the noise, the air quality and the climate modelling: As above + building structure and heights, vegetation and soil categories.

For the dialogue process: All information, presented in an understandable way.
